Do you know that… 
Our national anthem “O Canada” is one of the few national anthems 
that’s actually a prayer.  The tune was originally written by Calixa 
Lavallee, a French Canadian.  Robert Stanley Weir wrote the four 
English verses in 1908 to the anthem.  “O Canada” in both languages 
is a living testimony to the significant spiritual roots of our nation. 
 
Truly we have been given so much as Canadians.  Not only have we 
been given remarkable, natural resources, we have also been gifted 
with a wonderful spiritual heritage.   In many ways, we, as a nation, 
are like Cinderella with amnesia.  We been chosen as a princess and 
given many wonderful gifts, but we can’t remember who we are.  
Some have described Canada as a nation without a soul.  Etched in 
stone on our Peace Tower are three verses from the bible.  Most 
significantly, one of the verses says: “He shall have dominion also 
from sea to sea.”   
 
That is why from Newfoundland to Vancouver Island, tens of 
thousands of Canadians recently said this prayer in dozens of 
Marches for Jesus: “We choose this day, to declare with the founders 
of our nation, “He will have dominion from sea to sea.  Jesus, have 
dominion from sea to sea.”
